Along with our regular traffic enforcement
duties, the RCMP and SGI are partnering each
month of the year to concentrate extra focus on
one area of traffic safety for enforcement
purposes. The month of June will see us place
extra focus on new drivers.

Motor vehicle crashes are the leading
cause of injury and death among new drivers.
New drivers are young drivers, but it also includes
inexperienced drivers of any age.

SGl has utilized a Graduated Driver
Licensing (GDL) program since 2005, which
consists of three stages, each stage moving the
new driver gradually into higher risk driving
situations. There is a zero alcohol/drug tolerance
level for new drivers. Similarly, drivers in the GDL
cannot use any type of cell phone while driving —
neither hand held nor hands free.

Drivers in the GDL must remain free of at
fault collisions, traffic convictions and suspensions
in order to graduate to a full license.

All waterworks serving less than 5000 persons are required to submit water samples for SE's General Chemical category
once every two years if a ground water source and once per three months every second year if a surface water or
blended surface/groundwater source. The General Chemical category includes analysis for alkalinity, bicarbonate,
calcium, carbonate, chloride, conductivity, hardness (as CaCOs), magnesium, sodium, sulphate and total dissolved
solids.

The last sample for General Chemical analysis was required in 2015 and submitted on Apirl 27" 2015. Sample results
indicated that there were no exceedences of the provincial aesthetic objectives for the General Chemical category.

*Objectives apply to certain characteristics of or substances found in water for human consumptive or
hygienic use. The presence of these substances will affect the acceptance of water by consumers and/or
interfere with the practice of supplying good quality water. Compliance with drinking water aesthetic
objectives is not mandatory as these objectives are in the range where they do not constitute a health
hazards. The aesthetic objectives for several parameters (including hardness as CaCO3; magnesium
sodium and total dissolved solids) consider regional differences in drinking water sources and quality.
